TYPES OF ELECTIONS

PRIMARY ELECTIONS — AUGUST
Multiple candidates for each party. Determines which candidates for each party
will be “nominated” to advance to the General Election.

GENERAL ELECTIONS — NOVEMBER
One candidate represents each party, or without party affiliation (rare).

SPECIAL ELECTIONS - (resignation, death, etc).
School or other government funding proposals.
